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Some phonological rules – French
	1. Fricativization of word final -r


	Word final /(/ becomes a voiced velar fricative [(]

	2.  Lengthening of [( 0 (]


	The vowels are lengthened when followed by a consonant in the same syllable.

	3.  Vowel lengthening


	A vowel is lengthened before a word final voiced fricative [v, z, (, (]

	4.  Nasal vowel lengthening


	A nasal vowel is lengthened when followed by a consonant in the same syllable.

	5.  Voicing assimilation in stops and fricatives
	In a sequence of two consonants, if the first one is a stop, it agrees in voicing with the following consonant.
If the first one is a fricative, it determines the value for voicing of the following consonant.  

	6.  Resonant devoicing


	Resonants (nasals and liquids) are devoiced when they follow a voiceless consonant.

	7.  Liquid deletion
	A liquid (r, l) is deleted when preceded and followed by a consonant.

	8.  Glide insertion
	A glide [j] is inserted when the vowel /i/ is preceded by two consonants and followed by a vowel.


Some phonological rules – Spanish

	1. Assimilation of nasals


	A nasal consonant takes the same point of articulation as that of the following consonant.

	2. Lateral assimilation


	A lateral consonant /l/ takes the same point of articulation as that of the following consonant.



	3. Voicing assimilation of /s/


	/s/ becomes voiced before voiced consonants

	4. Dental assimilation


	In a sequence of alveolar + dental OR dental + alveolar consonants, the first consonant in the sequence takes the same point of articulation as that of the second.


	5. Lenition (fricativization of voiced stops)


	Voiced stops (/b/, /d/, /g/) become voiced fricatives([(] [(] [(]) when preceded by a vowel or a non-nasal consonant, and followed by a vowel or a liquid (tap/trill).

*However, d remains a stop after l (rule #4)



	6. Affricativization of /j/


	The palatal fricative /j/ becomes an affricate [d(]  after a pause or after a nasal consonant.  

	7. trills

→ [r]  after l and n

	8. Identical vowel reduction


	Two sequential identical vowels are pronounced as a single one.

	9. Glide formation rules
	A high vowel [i, u] becomes a semi-consonants [j, w] before another vowel and semivowels    [i(, u(] after another vowel to form diphthongs and triphthongs.
