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In colonial times it was much different then it is today. They had different ways to get around like they had sleds big enough to fit their whole family. Also they had carts pulled by horses. The rich would ride in a carriage with horses carefully groomed, but the poor would ride in a cart or a wagon. Another difference is that they didn’t wear the same clothes they wear today; instead women wore dresses that had berries on them, that were dyed red so it would match with the things that were gathered up in the woods. Babies didn’t wear clothes like the babies today. They wore puddings; puddings are puffy dresses that are padded in the front so it would protect them from getting hurt when they fell.\ Boy clothing was also different. Boys had to wear dresses like the girls until they were 4 yrs. old. The last difference is that in colonial times they had different holidays too. One holiday was Muster Day. Muster Day is where all men joined the military. This holiday was important because there was no military in the beginning of The United States. Another holiday is Guy Fawke’s Day. Guy Fawke’s Day is a holiday that celebrated a man who planned to blow up Parliament. The last holiday is actually one that we celebrate now. That holiday was Valentine’s Day. In colonial times the ladies couldn’t wait for this day, because the men would send the ladies romantic cards or letters. Sometimes the men would send them a letter or card to show that he really liked her. So now you   see how different it is between now and then. 
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
