The following are requirements that must be in place for any and all pages on the College of Education website at all
times.

e  All pages that have an academic goal need to include the blue header at the top of the page with the N
Block, search box that is only searchable within the College of Education, and the appropriate links all
opening in new windows.

e Any web pages that are opened that are not within the College of Education should be opened in a new
window separate from the current page that belongs with the College of Education.

e  The College of Education should be located on the top right side of the page and link to the College of
Education home page and needs to be located on every page.

e The N Block within the header should ink to the main University of Nevada, Reno home page
(www.unr.edu) which opens in a new window.

e Contact information for the department, center, or program needs be located at the bottom of the page, left
justified inside of the footer on every page.

e  All department titles and banner pictures need to link to the department home page on each page.

e  The Copyright Notice (www.unr.edu/copyright/) must link to the University of Nevada, Reno copyright
notification that is opened in a new window.

e Menus for all College of Education pages can be either positioned along the left hand side of the page
and/or along the top.

e  The University of Nevada, Reno approved font is Myriad Pro and the secondary is Book Antiqua
(www.unr.edu/bluekit/fonts-colors/). Either may be used and the font size within the content of the web

page is up to the creator. However, titles and menu items should be larger than content fonts.

e All web pages should also adhere to all University of Nevada, Reno Graphic and Web Standards
