The 2005-2006 Faculty Senate requests your action on the following resolution that was approved unanimously at its June 2, 2005 meeting:

UNR Men’s Roller Hockey Team 2004-05
“Whereas the Wolf Pack men’s roller hockey team skated to a 24-1 record and the country's No. 1 ranking in advancing to the National Collegiate Roller Hockey League's Division II national championships;
“Whereas the Wolf Pack men’s roller hockey team has achieved this stature without a team coach;

“Whereas the Wolf Pack men’s roller hockey team was considered an underdog in the National Championship yet skated against 8 of the nation’s best teams to win the title of National Champions;

“Be it resolved that the Faculty Senate, hereby and forthwith recognizes the exemplary work of the members of the roller hockey team for their focus and perseverance to achieve this outstanding goal.”
Because the UNR Men’s Roller Hockey Team is virtually unknown, the Senate believes it important to shine a light on their accomplishments.
