Free Help For Graduate Students With Dissertation
and Thesis From CRDA

The Center for Research Design and Analysis (CRDA) is an academically-based,
multidisciplinary statistical research and service center under the Office of the Vice
President for Research at the University of Nevada, Reno (UNR).

CRDA utilizes a wide range of data collection techniques for telephone, mail, and
internet surveys. The Centet's experienced staff, faculty and graduate student con-
sultants provide consulting expertise in survey design, construction and analysis,
needs assessment, program evaluation, psychometrics, univariate and multivariate
statistical analysis, research design, sampling, and mathematical modeling. Further-
more, CRDA also offers assistance in grant proposal writing, IRB preparation, help
with budget preparation to OSPA, if services involve work to be conducted by
CRDA, and training in Statistical methods Workshops and Training. UNR grad stu-
dents, and faculty are encouraged to contact CRDA (http://www.crda.unr.edu ) for
all research design, STAT software (SAS, SPSS, Minitab etc.) and survey consulting
needs.

Graduate students are especially encouraged to contact CRDA for FREE help with
their dissertation or thesis from the beginning proposal stages, through data collec-
tion, and data analysis. Our Center consultants will work with you and your advisory
commiittee to ensure that your research projects will be both methodologically and
statistically valid.
