A multi- station event for students to gain insight, advice and experience on being a better prepared career fair attendee from employers and university staff.  Stations include resume critiques, dress for success, company research, introductions, and career resource stations.  Students completing all stations will be eligible to win raffle prizes.
Research Station - Laptop computer lab for students to research how to find out which employers will be coming to the fair, who is seeking their major and how to find the 4 things employers expect them to know about their organization.
Dress for Success Station - Live models dressed professionally but with common mistakes that students are asked to identify. A “how to tie a tie” instructional session, handouts on appropriate attire for men and women and a dress for success quiz will be available.
First & Lasting Impressions Station – Students will practice their handshakes with employers, learn the importance of smiling, making eye contact and speaking clearly as well as where to wear their name badge for increased visibility and craft their 30 second elevator speech/introduction.  The importance of having a resume and or business card will also be discussed.
Mock Career Fair Station – Students can practice approaching an employer and using their newly crafted introduction and knowledge with employers.
Resource Station – Handouts and information on the job board, career fair, career related workshops, pre-professional workshops, job search strategy videos, etc.
Resume Station – Poster sized sample resumes will be displayed along with information on how to write a resume and the upcoming resume critique day scheduled for March 23. 
Interview Station - A laptop looping the Interview Stream demo along with instructions on how to access Interview Stream, frequently asked interview questions and Interview Handbook will be available.
Nevada Career Information System – Students will be exposed to the Nevada  Career Information System as a tool for learning more about themselves through assessments, researching occupations, graduate school, and financial aid opportunities.
