4. Volunteer work must be carried out in the community.

5. Priority will be given to students whose volunteer work was performed in Nevada.  

6. Grade point average is not a specific criterion, however, to maintain consistency with other awards on campus, the committee recommends applicants have a minimum 2.75 GPA.

Completed applications must be submitted to the HHS Dean’s Office, SFB Room 100, by the specified deadline each year.
