Dr. Pat Tripple Student Conference Fund


The Dr. Pat Tripple Student Conference Fund within the College of Health and Human Sciences was created by Dr. Pat Tripple, retired faculty member of HHS, and is administered through the HHS Dean’s Office.  The fund is designed to assist qualified upper-division and graduate students with declared HHS majors to attend local conferences of professional organizations as a part of their professional development within their chosen field of study.

Award criteria is as follows:

1. Recipient must be a junior, senior, or graduate student with a declared major in the College of Health and Human Sciences.  

2. Cumulative grade point average (g.p.a.) must be 3.0 or higher.  

3. Conference registration forms must accompany this application.  

4. Applications must be received at least 3 weeks prior to the conference date.

5. Recipients will be required to submit a summary report of activities and participation in the conference.  Reports must be submitted to the Dean’s Office no later than 30 days after the date of the conference. 

6. PLEASE ALLOW 3-4 WEEKS FOR APPLICATION PROCESSING AND NOTIFICATION OF FUNDING.  

7. Only one award will be granted per student per academic year.
