1 

for reducing the constant flow of 

mentally ill people into the penal 

system and the public mental health 

system.  Our leader was a Ph.D. in 

Psychology. I not only was able to 

fully comprehend his ideas, but was 

able to add to the plan thanks not 

only to my knowledge of the law and 

judicial procedures, but also thanks to 

the knowledge that I have acquired in 

the Judicial Studies program.  

     I was able to offer practical sug-

gestions as to how the plan the pro-

gram and structure the experiment—

which will eventually lead to a 

learned paper—but also to suggest 

some very practical alternatives for 

implementing the plan. My ability to 

follow along and make useful sug-

gestions goes back to knowledge 

that I acquired in my Judicial Stud-

ies courses. 

      As I left the meeting, I reflected 

that Bacon was right. Knowledge is 

indeed power. 

      After the successful inaugural events, 

the Center for Justice Studies has contin-

ued to be involved in the planning of 

Constitution Day events at UNR.  This 

year’s events were no exception, with 

staff from other departments on campus, 

such as the Office for Sponsored Projects 

and the Office of the Provost, taking 

active roles in the planning and organiza-

tion of the events. This years events in-

cluded student and professional panels, 

forums, films, and presentations and ran 

from Monday through Thursday, Sep-

tember 17-20. This year’s culminating 

speaker was John V. White, Esq., Dean 

of the Boyd School of Law at the Uni-

versity of Nevada, Las Vegas. His pres-

entation, titled ―Our Wonderfully Con-

tested Constitution‖ was held on Thurs-

day, September 20 in the Jot Travis Stu-

dent Union after a meet and greet with 

faculty and students.  
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Scholarly and Creative Activities Grants  

Dr. Monica Miller 

     I am co-author on a book 

with Dr. Brian Bornstein (Univ. 

of Nebraska, Lincoln) under 

contract with Oxford Press.  

      The book will review legal 

developments and behavioral 

science research concerning 

the effects of religion on legal 

practice and trial outcomes. 

The book will cover how 

religion affects the actions of 

all of the major participants at 

trial: jurors, judges, attorneys, 

and litigants. For instance, we 

will address litigants’ religion 

in such cases as defendants 

using religion as an excuse or 

justification (e.g., ―God told 

me to do it‖), the effect of 

―jailhouse conversions‖ on 

sentencing, and the treatment 

of clergy at trial (e.g.,  in sex-

ual abuse cases). The scope 

of the literature review will be 

broad and will encompass 

work from the disciplines of 

psychology, law, sociology, 

political science and religion.   

        At present, much of the 

literature is scattered as parts 

of studies focusing on other/

broader topics (e.g., studies of 

a large number of juror demo-

graphic variables), so one 

advantage of the proposed 

volume is that it brings to-

gether these disparate threads.  

        Another integral part of 

the book is presentation of the 

legal rulings concerning relig-

ion in the courts. Some courts 

have held that using a poten-

tial juror’s religion as a reason 

to remove him from the jury 

pool is not acceptable. Other 

courts have determined that 

religion is an acceptable way 

to select a jury. The book will 

analyze the court cases and 

legal reasoning. 

 Dr. Clayton Peoples 

      Social scientists studying 

power and democracy have 

debated what role, if any, spe-

cial interests play in policy-

making for decades, with 

three main competing theories 

emerging: state-centered the-

ory, pluralist theory, and elite-

power theory. The public have 

engaged in policy debate on 

this issue, culminating most re-

cently in the passage of "McCain-

Fei ngo l d" le gis la t io n  

in the U.S. in 2002 and amend-

ments to the Canada Elections Act  

in Canada in 2003.  

      The academic (and policy) 

debates remain largely unre-

solved, though. In this project, 

I statistically analyze the influ-

ence of special interest cam-

paign contributions on policy-

making over a multi-year pe-

riod (1997-2000) in the 

United States House of Repre-

sentatives and the Canadian 

House of Commons to test the 

predictions of these theories 

across two systems. My start-

ing point is a set of results 

from analyses I recently con-

ducted with external funds 

($7,000) from the Canadian 

Studies Research Grant pro-

gram. In sum, these funds will 

help me complete this project 

that is already yielding inter-

esting results, helping me im-

pact the field in a significant 

way by resolving one of its 

biggest debates-the long-

standing disagreement among 

social scientists surrounding 

the role of special interests in 

policymaking-and engaging 

the public policy discussions 

surrounding campaign finance 

reform in both countries.

Global Inequality:  

Globalization, Class,  
and the Distribution of 

Household Wealth 
 
     The study of social inequal-

ity occupies an important place 

in sociology and the social 

sciences in general.  This pro-

ject addresses the broader im-

plications of social inequality 

on a global scale and evaluates 

its differential impact on vari-

ous sectors in society. 

     Dr. Berberoglu’s project 

involves the publication of 

a book manuscript on 

global inequality generated 

by the unequal distribution 

of wealth and income re-

sulting from class divisions 

in advanced and less devel-

oped societies around the 

world. 

     Examining the dynamics 

of globalization and class 

relations on a world scale, the 

book will provide an analysis 

of the macrosociological di-

mensions of this process and 

its impact on wealth and in-

come distribution over the 

past three decades. 

     Additionally, the book 

will address the impact of 

race and gender on class, as 

women and racial/ethnic mi-

norities are especially af-

fected by the unequal distri-

bution of income and wealth. 

     Given its significance and 

impact on public policy, this 

project is expected to make 

an important contribution to 

the literature on global social 

inequality.

Dr. Jim Richardson 

Director, Grant Sawyer  

Center for Justice Studies 
  

      Dr. Richardson received an 

award to further his continuing 

research concerning treatment 

of minority religions by the 

European Court of Human 

Rights, located in Strasbourg 

France. The ECHR is the 

highest judicial body for the 

Council of Europe, which in-

cludes 47 countries with over 

900 million people. The Court 

also is looked to by many 

other courts around the world, 

including the U.S. Supreme 

Court, for guidance in how to 

deal with contentious issues. 

Thus the decisions of the 

ECHR are very influential. Dr. 

Richardson has followed the 

decisions of this very important 

court for many years, but 

needed time at the Court Li-

brary to research recent cases. 

His recent time in France has 

been very fruitful, yielding a 

tremendous amount of infor-

mation relevant to this and re-

lated work, which has resulted 

in a grant proposal.   

      Previous publications by 

Richardson had found that in 

1993 the ECHR started enforc-

ing Article 9 of its governing 

document, the European Con-

vention of Human Rights, 

guaranteeing religious freedom. 

Since that time a number of 

decisions have been rendered 

that found violations of Article 

9, but they seem to follow an 

intriguing pattern. Most of 

those decision involved 

Greece, or nations that are 

part of the former Soviet Un-

ion. The focus of the research 

was to seek to discern if there 

was a difference in the man-

ner in which the Court was 

enforcing Article 9, with a 

lenient approach being taken 

with older members of the 

Council of Europe. 
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As an assistant professor in 

the Department of Criminal 

Justice, Emmanuel Barthe’s 

research interests lie in the 

arena of policing, situational 

crime prevention, and the 

spatial analysis of crime.  He 

has worked on several local 

projects while at UNR in-

cluding the impact of casinos 

on the spatial nature of crime 

and the effectiveness of 

crime prevention campaigns.  

He is currently working on 

an evaluation of the police 

department’s efforts to re-

duce crime in and around 

motels.   

       He welcomes research 

collaborations from other 

faculty members as these 

only strengthen the multi-

disciplinary nature of crimi-

nal justice. His interest in 

police administration and 

spatial analysis comes from 

his experience as Research 

Director for the Planning and 

Research Bureau of the Jer-

sey City Police Department 

(New Jersey). 

       While at UNR, he has 

helped to establish an intern-

justice students interested in 

crime analysis with the Reno 

Police department.  (Every 

semester, two students intern 

with the Crime Analysis 

Unit of the PD), and he is an 

advisor to the Criminal Jus-

tice Student Honor Society. 

       Prior to joining UNR, he 

taught at Kean University in 

New Jersey. He has a doctor-

ate and a master’s in crimi-

nal justice from the School 

of Criminal Justice at Rut-

gers, The State University of 

New Jersey.   

Dr. Clayton Peoples 

      Dr. Clayton D. Peoples is 

Assistant Professor of Sociol-

ogy. Clayton was raised in a 

working-class family in a de-

industrializing area of eastern 

Ohio—his father a union truck 

driver and factory worker, his 

mother a union clerical 

worker—and he is a first-

generation degree holder. He 

earned his Ph.D. in Sociology 

from Ohio State University in 

2005. 

     Substantively, Clayton’s 

interests span stratification/

inequality, political sociology/

political economy, social 

movements/conflict, the fam-

ily, and social psychology. 

Methodologically, his work 

relies primarily on quantitative 

methods, and he is particularly 

interested in network/

relational analysis and com-

parative/cross-national meth-

ods. These diverse interests 

are linked by a core interest 

in sociological theory—

particularly theory expound-

ing and theory testing—and 

are rooted in the conflict 

paradigm. 

      Clayton has published a 

number of scholarly articles 

in peer-reviewed journals. 

He has won section awards 

from the American Socio-

logical Association (ASA) 

for papers he has written on 

social conflict and social psy-

chology. He is also a recipi-

ent of a presidential fellow-

ship and a congressional 

research award for his work 

in political sociology. His 

research tests theories of 

power and extends social 

psychological theory into the 

areas of stratification and politi-

cal sociology by examining how 

campaign contributions and 

social relations influence poli-

cymaking.
