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        Entering its second year since being 

instituted at the University of Nevada, 

Reno on January 1, 2007, the School of 

Social Research and Justice Studies con-

tinues to excel. The school combines the 

departments of Sociology and Criminal 

Justice with the Grant Sawyer Center for 

Justice Studies and may be expanding in 

the near future to include additional so-

cial science and justice-related depart-

ments.  

        As part of the School of Social Re-

search and Justice Studies, the Justice 

Management Program, supported 65 stu-

dents in 2007. Of those students, ap-

proximately one-half are Nevada resi-

dents, and the others reside in 17 addi-

tional states, spanning from coast to 

coast and across Middle-America. A lit-

tle more than one-half of the students are 

women, and ages range from 22 to 58. 

New applicants include recent graduates 

from various universities, law enforce-

ment professionals, students who are 

matriculating in other graduate pro-

grams, and UNR employees.  Sixteen stu-

dents are expected to complete their de-

gree in 2008. 

        A top priority for the School of So-

cial Research and Justice Studies is the 

continuing development and delivery of 

upper-division and graduate-level 

courses. Current courses are being assessed 

for potential cross-listing in multiple UNR 

departments, with research methods and 

statistical instruction being reviewed as the 

first applicable offerings. Additional 

courses are in the initial planning stages 

as well, including social justice and hu-

man rights as potential future course

New School Continues 
to Grow, Thrive at UNR

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The Grant Sawyer Center has been engaged 

in a number of activities of import to the 

justice system and social justice in Nevada 

and the nation. The recent deadline of Janu-

ary 15 for grant submissions to the National 

Science Foundation led to a flurry of activ-

ity, as a number of grants were submitted. 

Some were examples of collaboration be-

tween faculty members in Sociology and 

Criminal Justice, the two departments 

which, along with the Sawyer Center, com-

prise the School of Social research and Jus-

tice Studies. 

      Included was a grant with Monica Miller 

(CJ) as PI and Markus Kemmelmeier (Soc) 

as co-PI focusing on the little-researched 

area of judicial stress. Funds are being 

sought to do a national survey of judges 

looking at the causes and consequences of 

judicial stress. Preliminary research headed 

by Miller has led to several publications 

already (see listing in this issue), including 

two in major publications read by many 

judges around the country. Other grant ap-

plications are also planned from this re-

search project, which also involved Jared 

Chamberlain and David Flores, both of 

whom are Social Psychology doctoral stu-

dents with RAs at the Center. 

         Another grant submitted recently to 
NSF with Kemmelmeier as PI and Lyssette 

Chavez (Social Psychology doctoral stu-

dent) and Richardson as co-PIs seeks to 

examine the impact on jurors of the unique 

system in New Mexico where non-English-
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speaking jurors are seated on juries and al-

lowed to function with translators. The judi-

cial system in New Mexico has been very 

cooperative as this proposal was developed, 

as they too are very interested in the impact 

of their one of a kind jury system. The 

growing population of non-English speak-

ing citizens in a number of states makes this 

project of interest to many policy makers 

and jury experts. 

       Matt Leone and Manny Barthe, both 

from Criminal Justice, are working with 

Rebecca Thomas (Social Psy doctoral stu-

dent) on another submission due in March 

to study the growing issue of safety of game 

wardens in the nation. The development of 

drug labs and plots in rural areas, many in 

national parks, has led to the deaths of a 

number of game wardens, a situation calling 

for research on resolving the problem. 

       A contract has also been completed for 

Center staff to assist the Nevada Supreme 

Court in developing a pilot program in the 

area of judicial evaluation. The Center 

worked a few years ago with the American 

Bar Association and the National Judicial 

College to help update the ABAôs guide-

lines for judicial evaluation, first promul-

gated in the 1980s. This work has led to the 

development of a relationship with the Ne-
vada Court, as it attempts to develop a 

sound system of evaluation for judges who 

are up for re-election. 

Grant Sawyer Center Staff, RAs 
Continue Vital Research Activities 

        In the fall of 2002, the Nevada De-

partment of Education began funding 

students through the Grant Sawyer Cen-

ter. Currently three of the graduate stu-

dents in the Grant Sawyer Center are 

working with the Nevada Department of 

Education on various projects. This in-

cludes tracking adequate yearly pro-

gress, monitoring graduation and drop-

out rates, calculating various aggrega-
tions of statewide student assessment 

data, and helping with outside reporting 

agencies. A large part of their job is to 

statistically evaluate the Stateôs No 

Child Left Behind testing data for use 

with the federally mandated education 

policy. Irem Uz, Janice Russell, and 

Sarah Merz are involved in this project.  

        Currently, data is being evaluated 

to determine if an educational pilot pro-

ject in the state has been successful. In 

the 2005ï2006 school year the eMINTS 

project was begun in two Nevada coun-

ties. 5th grade classrooms were equipped 

with computers and an interactive white 

board for the students and teachers and 

technical training was provided for fac-

ulty. Data regarding the achievement 

levels of the students in the ñsmartò 

classrooms is being evaluated to deter-

mine if the eMINTS program has posi-

tively affected student performance. 
Findings will be reported at the 19th An-

nual Society for Information Technol-

ogy and Teacher Education conference 

this March.

Founders at 40th Anniversary 
       On October 17, 2007 the Inter-

disciplinary Ph.D Program in Social 

Psychology celebrated its 40th anni-

versary with an evening event that 

honored two of its founding mem-

bers: Dr. Jerry Ginsburg and Dr. 

Carl Backman. 

      A number of faculty members 

and graduates spoke at the event, 

expressing both personal and profes-

sional gratitude regarding their ex-

periences in the program and its im-

pact on them. The program graduated 

its first students in 1967 and has con-

ferred over 80 doctoral degrees in 

social psychology. The speakers in-

cluded Dr. Jim Richardson, who 

spoke about his introduction to the 

program as a young man shortly after 

its inception, and Dr. Markus Kem-

melmeier, who joined the faculty in 

2001. Other speakers included Drs. 

Paul Devereux, Mara Merlino, and 

Shirley Dobbin, all graduates and cur-

rent faculty or adjunct faculty in the 

social psychology program. 

       The program features several 

specializations within the study of 

social psychology, including social 

psychology and health, personal and 

social relationships, social psychology 

and law, and organizational behavior. 

There are approximately 40 students 

currently in the program, a dozen of 

whom are employed as research assis-

tants at the Grant Sawyer Center for 

Justice Studies. 

      At the close of the evening, the 

honored guests were presented with 

engraved clocks in recognition of

JM Program Awards 1st Degree 

       Several projects are being completed 

at this time. Among them is the large 

NSF-funded study of how science is 

taught in law schools around the country, 

headed by Dr. Mara Merlino, who had a 

two year post-doc with this study. A 

number of presentations and publications 

are forthcoming from this study (see list-

ing herein). Merlino is a recent graduate 

of the Social Psychology doctoral pro-

gram who has been teaching this year in 

a shared position between Sociology and 

Criminal Justice. Also, Richardson has 

headed a study of how federal courts in 

South Carolina have dealt with scientific 

evidence in light of recent major changes 

in evidence law. David Flores and Mer-

lino have been involved in that large 

study that involved case analysis and 

interviews with attorneys and federal 

judges. 

       Jennifer Shoemaker and Valerie Ly-

kes, Sawyer RAs at the Center, are work-

ing with Richardson on a study of cases 

involving minority religions in the Euro-

pean Court of Human Rights. Presenta-

tions have been made from this research, 

and more are planned for the future. Ly-

kes is also working with a research group 

headed by Drs. Marta Elliot and Colleen 

Murray, focusing on the relationship of 

spirituality to reduction of risk-taking 

behaviors. The team has been working 

for several weeks with Social Psychol-

ogy grad students as well to develop a 

proposal to pursue funding for work in 

this area. Victoria Springer has been 

working with Merlino and a group of 

forensic examiners on an article for the 

Tulsa Law Review special symposium 

issue dedicated to the impact of the 

Daubert trilogy. The project included a 

case review that was conducted by RAs 

Springer, Chavez, Lykes, and Jose Var-

gas.  

         Another grant submitted with 

Miller as PI and Julie Singer (Social Psy-

chology doctoral student) and Jim 

Richardson (Soc) as co-PIs focused on 

the effects of victim impact statements 

given to jurors in trials. The growing 

trend to allow such statements in crimi-

nal trials and the fact that such informa-

tion is regularly included in many civil 

trials makes this a worthy topic of re-

search. If funded, this project will sup-

port Singer as a post-doc at the Center.
