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Two grants have been awarded to Cen-

ter staff to research potential biases in jury 

selection and bilingual juries. David Flores 

(Social Psychology doctoral student) has 

been awarded the 2009 Diversity in Psy-

chology Research Award totaling $1,000 

from the American Psychology-Law Society 

to experimentally investigate the problem of 

systematic exclusion of racial minorities 

from jury service, a problem that has re-

ceived a great deal of attention in the Ameri-

can trial system by social scientists inter-

ested in the intersection between social psy-

chology and the law. David, along with 

Principal Investigator Dr. James Richardson, 

will use the funds to administer two studies 

utilizing a national sample of attorneys and 

law students, in which they examine social 

psychological processes that may lead to 
unconscious forms of racial biases during 

the voir dire process of jury selection. 

The National Science Foundation has 

committed to funding a research proposal 
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methods of statewide data 

collection necessary to con-

tinue this line of research 

beyond the analysis of the 

2007 data.  

Results of the study 

were first reported in August 

2008 to the Advisory Com-

mission, headed by Nevada 

Supreme Court Justice 

Hardesty. The Center also 

produced monthly updates 

for the commission 

 regarding prison popula-

tion, parole and probation 

Beginning in June 2008, 

the Grant Sawyer Center 

was contracted to evaluate 

sentencing practices in the 

state of Nevada to assure 

that sentences fall within the 

guidelines set by the Nevada 

Supreme Court through 

AB510 passed in 1995. This 

effort was to help make rec-

ommendations to further 

improve the cost effective-

ness of the Nevada criminal 

justice system. As part of 

this sentencing study, a 

number of issues within the 

Nevada criminal justice sys-

tem have been explored and 

reported to the Interim  

Commission on the admini-

stration of Justice, including 

elements of Nevadaôs sys-

tem of criminal justice that 

affect the sentences imposed 

for felonies and gross mis-

demeanors. 

Center personnel ana-

lyzed nearly 11,000 felony 

and gross misdemeanor 

cases that occurred across 

the state of Nevada in 2007. 

The data were obtained 

through close collaboration 

with the Nevada Department 

of Parole and Probation. 

This collaboration has led to 

the establishment of student 

and staff relationships with 

the department which may 

yield additional applied and 

theoretical research opportu-

nities in the future. Several 

of the Centerôs personnel 

have also received ad-

vanced training in the

The paper con-

cludes with recommendations 

for addressing gambling 

problems by expanding po-

lice officer inquiries and 

equipping the courts and 

judges with ways to become 

better aware of problem gam-

bling.

One of the most unexpectedly interesting courses I have taken 

as part of my Master of Judicial Studies program was the Gaming 

Law course taught in July 2008.  It was offered at the last minute 

when another class was cancelled, and I could not imagine that the 

subject would be relevant to my work as a judge who adjudicates 

US Department of Defense contract litigation.  The class was 

taught by Robert Faiss and Dan Reasor, two of Nevada's most out-

standing gaming law experts; their seminar held the entire class 
rapt.  I was hard pressed to come up with a topic that combined 

gaming law and government contracts, until I discovered a case 

decided by one of my colleagues that introduced me to "The Curi-

ous Case of Mr. Bingo."  It seems that the Department of Defense 

in the late 1990s was eager to find money for self-sustaining sol-

dier welfare programs (MWR) that provided amusements primar-

ily for the young troops.  These traditionally included pastimes 

such as bowling, dances, archery, and movies, but were eventually 

expanded to include bingo games.  It was decided that Ft. Knox 

Kentucky offered a wonderful and unique opportunity to generate 

funds for MWR, because professionally-operated  

games there would attract not only the soldiers but also busloads 

of paying civilians from a seven-state region.  The installation 

hired the firm of Charitable Bingo Associates, d/b/a/ Mr. Bingo, to 

run bingo for the next seven years at Ft. Knox.  

This decision was quickly challenged by local citizens who 

were appalled that the government was engaging in bingo for 

money, and by local charities that had only recently won a change

As with years past, the Grant Sawyer Center has contracted 

with the Nevada Department of Education (NDE) to assist them 

with education related projects and statistical analyses. Two of 

our graduate research assistants, Irem Uz and Janice Russell, 

work closely with NDE staff. Our collaboration has been very 

fruitful in the past, resulting in a number of conference presenta-

tions and one publication for students and the NDE staff they 

work with. 

This past year we have been very busy. The year began with 

analyses of the Nevada State Criterion Reference Tests. These 
data come from the statewide assessments that are required 

through the No Child Left Behind legislation. The scores from 

the assessments are analyzed to determine adequate yearly pro-

gress for Nevadaôs schools and districts. The scores are reported 

for all children in Nevada schools from third through eighth 

grade, and grades 10 through 12. Students are assessed on math, 

reading, science, and writing and all scores are aggregated to the 

school and district level for reporting. 

In parallel with the above analysis, we worked on data for 

special education students. For each district as well as Nevada 

State, we generated a report of special education students who 

had taken a variety of tests with differing degrees of 

success. The numbers from that report serve as the basis for fund-

ing decisions for the next year. The graduate assistants at the 

Center also researched the historical analysis of Adequate Yearly 

Progress and generated a report for the Department of Education.  

The report detailed which Nevada schools consistently were in 

need of improvement, and which schools benefited from school 

improvement teams. This report will be used to help the Depart-

ment of Education improve its assistance to schools in Nevada 

that struggle to meet the standards set by No Child Left Behind. 

We were also involved in a research project regarding the utility 
of testing accommodations for children with disabilities. There 

are a number of testing accommodations available for use includ-

ing tests in Braille, and reading tests aloud to students with read-

ing disabilities. 

Currently we are working on an examination of the effects of 

writing conventions on other aspects of writing. Included in this 

project is an examination of large scale writing assessments tak-

ing place in other states, how they are scored, and which grade 

levels are tested. During May and June we will be working on the 

preparation of Adequate Yearly Progress reports of the schools. 

Future projects also include development of a growth model for 

use in the state of Nevada to measure the progress of students. 

The Grant Sawyer Center and the Nevada 
State Department of Education 

in the Kentucky Constitution to operate charitable 

games.  The citizens took the matters to members of Con-

gress, who raised strong objections to the Department of 

Defense. Mr. Bingo's contract was terminated early, and 

the contractor sued for damages since it had made a consid-

erable investment to bring bingo to Ft. Knox.  The com-

pany was able to recover only a portion of its costs.   The 

case raises fascinating issues of national and state policies 

toward gaming, a rich history of public attitudes toward 

charitable gaming, and the costs of cancelling a valid (if 

later determined unwise) federal contract.  I became so 
interested in my paper "The Curious Case of Mr. Bingo" 

that I have expanded it to my thesis topic. I am delighted 

that it will be published in "Gaming Law Review and Eco-

nomics. 

 

A reminder - If you are born before 1957 proof of a 

current tetanus/diphtheria immunization must be on file for 

you to register for a course.

Sawyer Director Assists  

in Kazakhstan Religious

The School of Social Research and 

Justice Studies kicked off its colloquium 

series for the academic year with two 

talks in November. On November 6th, 

Dr. Jim Hutton, an assistant professor of 

Sociology at California State University 

in Chico, gave a presentation entitled, 

Demystifying the Process of doing Sur-

vey Research in Prisons. Based on his 

experiences with a multi-year project in 

the Ohio State Prison System, Dr. Sutton 

highlighted some of the challenges 

scholars face in surveying prison popula-

tions, including difficulties in gaining 

access to the population (through the 

Institutional Review Board) and ensuring 

honest and reliable responses from pris-

oners. He also shared several personal 

anecdotes about his experiences with 

prisoners, prison staff, and the prison 

system in general. He explained that 

those interested in researching prison 

populations should expect routine hin-

drances stemming from staff disorgani-

zation, bureaucratic hurdles, and day-to-

day complications. He also noted that 

prisoners were typically curious about 

the research process and generally will-

ing to share stories and experiences. 

Dr. Sutton provided several valuable 

suggestions for those interested in study-

ing prison populations: First, researchers 

should embrace affiliations with Univer-

sities in order to establish legitimacy; 

Second, researchers should have a con-

tact person at the prison to organize and 

facilitate interviews or meetings; Third, 

researchers should be careful not to use 

overly complex terminology in their in-

teractions with prisoners because prison-

ers are usually not privy to the language 

used by sociologists or criminologists; 

Forth, researchers should always be 

mindful of the research ethics associated 

with surveying this population and the 

potentially longer applications process to 

Institutional Review Boards; and finally, 

researchers should focus on developing 

positive social interactions with  

 

 

School of Social Research and Justice Studies 
Hosts Colloquium Series  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

prisoners by developing an understand-

ing of the difficult situation that most 

prisoners face. 

The second colloquia in the series 

featured Michael Vernetti, a former press 

secretary for Nevada Senator Howard W. 

Cannon. In discussing his new book, 

entitled Senator Howard Cannon: A Bi-

ography, Mr. Vernetti highlighted some 

of the accomplishments of the former 

Nevada Senator. As the first Mormon 

Senator in the state of Nevada, Cannon 

played a large role in improving eco-

nomic and social affairs locally and na-

tionally. At the state level, he worked to 

increase the number of commercial air-

line flights in and out of Nevada, thereby 

stimulating tourism in Reno and Las Ve-

gas. Senator Cannon also loosened gam-

bling laws in Nevada, which allowed the 

State to thrive economically. In a tradi-

tionally conservative State, the Senator 

(a moderate liberal) paved the way for 

future liberal Congressmen, such as cur-

rent Senate Majority Leader Harry Reid. 

On the national level, Senator Cannon 

was instrumental in passing legislation 

that changed the state of campaign fi-

nance by limiting the amount of personal 

donations. Perhaps one of the greatest 

highlights of Cannonôs political career 

was his support in passing civil rights 

legislation, which changed the social and 

legal status of African-Americans in the 

United States. In addition to writing 

about Cannonôs political achievements, 

Vernatti shares a detailed account of the 

Senatorôs life before and after he became 

a political figure. The book can be pur-

chased from the University of Nevada 

Press.  

Last fall a citizen on Russia, Eli-

zaveta Drenicheva, was arrested by 

police in Almaty, Kazakhstan, and 

charged with ñcommitting violations 

against the peace and harmony of 

humanityò. She was accused of 

ñdevaluing citizensò by comparing 

ordinary people to the ñperfect per-

sonò described in the theology being 

espoused by Ms. Drenicheva. She 

was found guilty in a rapid trial, and 

sentenced to two years in prison, her 

sentence to begin immediately, with 

no release pending appeal! 

What Ms. Drenicheva had done 

was hold several small studies of the 

theology of her religion, the Unifica-

tion Church, which has a very small 

presence in Kazakhstan. The meet-

ings were, it turned out, infiltrated by 

a police agent who secretly recorded 

her teachings. Those recording were 

then used in the trial and evaluated 

by several so-called experts, one of 

whom concluded that indeed, the 

d e f e n d a n t  h a d  p r e s e n t e d 

ñpropaganda devaluing citizens ac-

cording to ethnic  and class criteria.ò  

After Ms. Drenicheva  was sen-

tenced, the case became an interna-

tional cause celeb  with a number of 

international groups and organiza-

tions seeking to intervene.  Sawyer 

Center director, Jim Richardson, 

whose research focuses on govern-

mental treatment of minority faiths, 

was asked to intervene as an expert 

witness. He and two other experts 

reviewed the secretly made re-

cordings and the expert opinions ren-

dered by the Kazakhstan experts, and 

filed formal reports with the appeal 

court. That court reviewed these new 

opinions and ordered the immediate 

release of Ms. Drenicheva. 

Richardson said, ñThere was 

considerable pressure brought to bear 

on the Kazakhstan officials about 

this matter. I was happy to play a 

small part in this young ladyôs re-

lease.ò
