 Thanks to Senator Harry Reid, Judicial Studies was 

fortunate to have been awarded its third grant in the amount of 

$200,000 for the Judicial Studies Education Project.

 The GSCJS began the Ne-

vada project by reviewing all 50 states 

for review programs and the best prac-

tices protocol from the IAALS.
