 Center RAs Thomas and 

Chomos have begun preparing a 

grant proposal based around PAS, 

examining how the concept of paren-

tal alienation developed in the United 

States and then diffused into a global 

phenomenon. The investigators hope 

to utilize multiple methodologies to 

this end, including surveys of legal 

actors including judges, lawyers and 

family members involved in these 

cases and reviews of relevant cases.

Should you require 

more time, you can petition for a one year 

extension of time.   With an additional 

year, you may have to retake coursework 

that is more than six (6) years old to obtain 

the degree.  Extensions beyond one year 

are not permitted. 

 There seems to be confusion as to 

the make-up of the thesis committee and 

the thesis development process.  Thesis 

development:   For both Masterôs and 

Ph.D. students, you must have your topic 

approved by the program before proceed-

ing.  After the topic is approved, you de-

velop the topic into a prospectus (gives 

details about what you plan to research, 

how you plan to research, why itôs impor-

tant to research, what has been done in the 

area, and what you hope the conclusion 

will be) and seek approval of the prospec-

tus.  Once the prospectus is developed, a 

committee must be approved by the pro-

gram. The committee will review the pro-

spectus and direct the student into develop-

ing it into a thesis.  The student will send 

drafts of the thesis to the committee, the 

committee will review, send comments/

suggestions to the chair, and the chair will 

share with the student.
