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What is the International Student Award? 
The International Student Award is a partial scholarship that pays for a portion of the out-of-state tuition 
(non-resident tuition) for the academic year for which the award is granted. 

 

 
 

Who is eligible for the International  
Student Award? 
• Full-time, F-1 or J-1 undergraduate 

students 
•  Students with a total cumulative GPA of 

3.0 or higher 
• New incoming students or transfer students  
• Students must be enrolled full-time the 

semester of the award is received 
• Students may have other small 

scholarships, but no substantial scholarship 
aid from any other source 

 
On what criteria is the International 
Student Award based? 
• Participation in EXTRACURRICULAR 

ACTIVITIES is a requirement, particularly in 
the areas of leadership and cultural 
exchange 

• The student’s overall GPA (min. 3.0) 
 
 
PLEASE NOTE: The International Student 
Award is granted based upon a combination of 
the criteria listed above. For example, you will 
be a more competitive applicant if you have 
both a high GPA AND are involved in activities 
on-campus or off-campus. 

How do students apply for the 
International Student Award? 
•  Attach a cover letter stating why 

you want the International Student 
Award 

•  Complete all sections of the 
application form (back side). 

•  Attach written confirmation of 
involvement in extracurricular 
activities  from supervisors, club 
presidents, etc. 

•  Attach any other supporting 
documents, such as 
recommendation letters, proof of   
special financial need, etc. 

When will the International 
Student Award applicants be 
notified? 
•  Applicants are usually notified 

within one month of the 
application deadline whether they 
have, or have not, been awarded 
an International Student Award. 
 

How will awardees receive the 
International Student Award? 
• The International Student Award 

will be applied directly to the 
student’s tuition through the 
Cashier’s Office. 
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Completed application must be submitted to OISS, 120 FSSB, no later than the specified  
deadline date.
